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The adoption journey: One mother’s story

% first knew about Fatima in the autumn of 2015. I

think we found her picture on the SWAN website and asked
our caseworker for more information.

We had been in the search process for almost a year and a

half and hadn’t had any luck. Quite honestly, we were
becoming very discouraged.

We were always hearing that we lived too far away for
family visits or caseworker visits or, sadly, many times we just

didn’t hear back at all. We eventually received Fatima’s profile
along with an email from one of her many caseworkers stating

that there was “more to her” situation than the profile was
able to convey, and that this was a case that required special
consideration.

To be frank, Fatima’s profile was pretty scary. She had
been through much, and it showed. Nonetheless, we
decided to go through with the interview and see where that
took us. We figured that saying yes to the interview didn’t
mean we were saying yes to the placement and it would give
us an opportunity to discover more, for better or worse.

In anticipation of this interview (and further along the
way) many people told us not to go through with it,
including our caseworkers in Somerset, former foster parents,
and other adoptive parents.

But there was something about this child that made us
keep saying yes.

Near the end of 2015, we were told that another family
had been chosen, and we were crushed. But we still had to
move on in our journey. Several months later, however, our

caseworker gave us a call and asked if we were still interested
in Fatima. Although shocked, we said we were still interested.

We underwent more interviews. In the meantime,
however, there was a matching event that she was going to
attend. We were permitted to attend, but not identify
ourselves as going through the process to become her family.

The day 1 first met my daughter was her 10th birthday.
She has no memory of playing several games of Uno with me,
but I'll never forget it. It took until May for things to be
official and we could start visits and she moved in to our
home July 18.

Meeting the needs of older youths

()gst year, Diakon was

approached by Spaulding for

Children—in partnership with the

North American Council on

Adoptable Children, the Child

Trauma Academy, University of

Washington and the Center for
Adoption Support and Education—to participate in a three-
year training grant from the Children’s Bureau of the U.S.
Department of Health & Human Services.

The pilot is called CORE, which stands for Critical
On-Going Resource Family Education.

The goal of the pilot is to develop a state-of-the-art
training program to equip resource parents with the necessary
skills to meet the needs of older youths who have moderate
to serious emotional and behavioral health challenges.

The outcome is to better prepare resource families to
welcome older youths into their families, maintain the
placement stability of the youth, commit to permanency and
enhance the youths’ well-being. The program is structured
into three components: family self-assessment; 14 hours of
classroom instruction to enhance resource families’ skills and
knowledge; and right-time training videos that will support
the families when they need them the most.

CORE training is being piloted in the states of
Pennsylvania, Tennessee and Florida and with one tribe. The
curriculum will be released nationally at the conclusion of the
three-year pilot, which will end Sept. 30, 2019.

Too many older youth in Pennsylvania within the child
welfare system are placed in restrictive settings and will age
out of the foster care system without achieving permanency
and well-being.

Research indicates us that youths do much better when
placed within a family setting as opposed to residential
programs. However, families hesitate to parent teens because
they often do not feel they have the skills and confidence to
manage their behaviors.

To ensure that Pennsylvania’s older youths grow up with a
family and are engaged in their community, Diakon is
committed to helping families receive the support, knowledge
and skills needed to parent older youth who have

experienced trauma. These young people’s needs are not
often met because the caregivers lack the information and
support needed to respond to their needs.

The CORE training, which is trauma-informed and
culturally responsive, will help families maintain permanency,
reduce a disruption or unplanned move for the youth and
help in the recruitment of new families to accept older
youths.

Diakon staff members and several foster or adoptive
families prepared to offer the first round of training classes in
September and October of this year. Diakon staff has devoted
many hours, beyond their daily responsibilities, to bring this
much-needed training to our regions.

[ want to thank our dedicated staff members for helping
with this important project. Berks County Children & Youth
has partnered with us, as well as the Statewide Adoption &
Permanency Network, or SWAN.

We are excited to offer this training and welcome the
families focused on successtully completing this pilot effort in
Allentown and Mechanicsburg.

If you missed this opportunity to participate, we will be
offering the trainings in 2019.

The purpose of the training was to help foster and adoptive parents understand what is happening in a young person’s

brain during periods of stress and anxiety, to identify specific strategies to help children be better regulated and to learn how to

respond effectively to a young person who is overwhelmed by anger, anxiety and other intense emotions.

Twenty-five adults attended the training, along with 26 children, who had the chance to play together and participate in

games and crafts presented by Diakon staff.

As their parents learned, these young children enjoyed crafts and games.

In the year-and-a-half since she’s been ours we have spent
a great deal of time trying to find the right kind of therapy to
help her deal with the trauma she’s experienced. We have
worked with her doctor to take her off medications she didn’t
need. We have become friends with others in similar
situations. All of this has been an uphill journey, but a
journey we wouldn'’t trade, as we have been making it
together.

Fatima is a wonderful young lady who does well in school,
is wonderful with small children and animals, loves to play
basketball, dreams of being a teacher and begrudgingly plays
the saxophone.

She participates in a singing group called Inclined to Sing,
which is affiliated with the Johnstown Symphony Orchestra,

and through that had the chance to sing with the symphony
last Christmas in Handel’s Messiah.

Fatima loves food and will eat anything except Brussel
sprouts. Her favorites include sushi and seafood. As a family we
love to travel; our recent travels include our annual
Thanksgiving trip to Bethany Beach, Del., and a large-scale
summer road trip.

Fatima needs continued support in coming to terms with
her past and preparing for her future. Our challenging days are,
at least, equal to our good days, but we are finding that with
love and patience, she is becoming an amazing young woman
who will show the world that foster care is somewhere you've
been, not something you are.

Pregnancy services program helps

women consider options

@ iakon Pregnancy Services is a small but vital program
offering services to women with unplanned pregnancies. Options
counseling is often the first step to help women explore all plans
of action. If a woman chooses to parent the child, the pregnancy
services counselor will assist in connecting the family to
appropriate community resources. If she chooses to make an
adoption plan, the adoption process is coordinated with Diakon
Adoption & Foster Care.

Some women contact Diakon Pregnancy Services already
knowing that they want to make an adoption plan, while others
need some counseling before arriving at a decision. The choice to
make a plan of adoption is often difficult and always life-altering,

Even before Felicia* called Jennifer Roe, the pregnancy services
counselor, she knew that she wanted to make an adoption plan
for her child. She already had a young child who was currently
living with a relative. Felicia was working full-time while attending
school in the evenings. She wanted to make her life better so that
she could eventually raise her young daughter on her own. A
newbormn child did not fit into this picture, and she didn’t want
the baby to be in the same situation as her daughter. She knew
she wouldn't get any help from the birth father, who had ended
the relationship when he learned that Felicia was pregnant.

Felicia wrestled with the idea of adoption for some time. She
talked with her family and finally contacted Diakon Pregnancy
Services. Felicia met with Jennifer several times, in locations that

were convenient to

Felicia. During those

meetings, Felicia

talked about her

the birth father had

played in her life. Jennifer counseled her on the adoption process and
assured her that her baby would be in good hands.

Felicia had some definite ideas about the qualities in a family that
were important to her and was very pleased to be able to select the
adoptive parents. She wanted her child to be raised in a Catholic
home and also felt that a mature couple would be the ideal parents.
In addition, Felicia wanted to meet the adoptive couple; she was able
to do that before the baby was born.

More than a year has passed since Felicia’s baby was born. He is
healthy and happy little boy, and his adoption has been finalized.
Felicia has finished school and looks forward to a bright future, one in
which she can now focus on raising her daughter and securing a new
job. And she knows the future also is bright for that special little boy.
