Our 15,000-square-
foot greenhouse not only houses our
horticultural program but also serves
as a sort of living machine, recycling
and filtering the wilderness center
campus wastewater to protect the
quality of the Little Dogwood, a small

tributary to the Yellow Breeches Creek.

Youthful Offenders Program is designed
for young adults ages 18 through 25.

Its focus is on pre-trial, first-time felony
offenders who have been assessed by
their home county as potentially able to
benefit from a second chance and thus
avoid the burden of a felony charge on
their record.
